VERBAL COMMENTS
Multi-Modal Alternatives
1. Freight rail seen to have the most promise in diverting goods from trucks.

2. A government decision to improve/build new infrastructure preferred by many.

3. The need to go beyond Group 1 (Optimize Existing Infrastructure) and Group 2
(New/Improved Non-Road Infrastructure) options was acknowledged by most;
preference for Group 3 (Widening Existing Inter-Regional Roads) and Group 4 (New
Road Infrastructure) was generally equal.

4. Numerous discussions between study team members and attendees regarding the lack
of transit initiatives in the Niagara Region; general understanding that the region’s lower
land use density is the primary reason.
